(6 sigma). [R004]

Workers shall be able to ma-
nipulate parts safely. [R005]

Parts shall resist to drop-
ping before assembling
by the operator. [R006]

If a part is damaged by a
shock, then visual inspec-
tion shall be sufficient to

detect the damage. [R007]

Components shall resist to elec-
trostatic shock during assem-
bling without damage. [R008]

Screwed fixations shall re-
sit without damage to ef-

forts up to the twice nomi-
nal fastening effort. [R009]
